The Scientific
Committee of the AOCR took the

Introduccion

Presentamos la segunda edicion de la Lista Oficial de las Aves de Costa Rica.
La primera edicion, creada por Barrantes et al. (2002), se elaboré con el fin de
proveer un listado formal, elaborado a partir de criterios cientificos rigurosos, que
informara confiablemente sobre el estado particular de la avifauna actual de Costa
Rica. La segunda version consolida este objetivo y ademas notifica sobre las
actualizaciones taxonémicas recientes que afectan a las aves del pais. Aunque la
avifauna costarricense es técnicamente cubierta por los listados de la American
Ornithologists’ Union (AOU 1998) y suplementos posteriores, BirdLife International
(Benstead et al. 2004) e IUCN (2006), la informacién publicada por estas
instituciones no necesariamente refleja con precisién la realidad particular de la
avifauna de Costa Rica. La causa potencial de estas imprecisiones es que, como
fue indicado en la lista del 2002, estas instituciones utilizan criterios regionales a
nivel de Norte y Centro América y el Caribe, o globales (distribucién mundial), para
catalogar el estado de cada especie, lo cual no necesariamente refleja la condicion
de esa especie en Costa Rica. Por ejemplo, Dendrocygna viduata esta catalogada
por IUCN (2006) como una especie de menor preocupacion que ni siquiera califica
como amenazada; sin embargo, en Costa Rica esta especie no ha sido vista por
mas de 20 afios y por lo tanto ha sido clasificada como posiblemente extinta

Official List of the Birds of Costa Rica

Introduction

This is the second edition of the Official List of the Birds of Costa Rica. The goal
of the first edition, prepared by Barrantes et al.(2002), was to provide a formal list,
based on rigorous scientific criteria, that would authoritatively inform about the
particular state of the actual avifauna of Costa Rica. The second edition
consolidates this objective and additionally updates recent taxonomic changes that
affect the country's birds. Although technically Costa Rican avifauna is included in
the lists of the American Ornithologists' Union (AOU 1998 and posterior
supplements), Birdlife International (Benstead et al. 2004) and the International
Union for the Conservation of Nature (IUCN 2006), the information published by
these institutions does not precisely reflect the particular reality of the avifauna of
Costa Rica. The potential cause of these imprecisions is that, as was indicated in
the 2002 list, these institutions utilize regional criteria for North and Central America
and the Caribbean, or global (world distribution), in order to catalogue the state of
each species. This does not necessarily reflect the condition of those species in
Costa Rica. For example, the White-faced Whistling-Duck Dendrocygna viduata is
classified by the IUCN (2006) as a species of such minor concern that it is not even
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(Barrantes et al. 2002). Otro ejemplo es Myiarchus cinerascens, especie migratoria
presente en Norteamérica (AOU 1998) pero ausente en Costa Rica por mas de 20
afos (Barrantes et al. 2002). Debido a estas incongruencias y porque la avifauna de
Costa Rica ha sido extensamente estudiada (e.g. Slud 1964, Stiles 1983, Stiles y
Skuch 1989, Levey y Stiles 1994, Young y McDonald 2000, Barrantes y Chaves-
Campos en prensa) la Asociacién Ornitologica de Cosa Rica (AOCR) consider6 que
era posible, necesario y conveniente, publicar una lista oficial exclusiva para Costa
Rica y mantenerla actualizada. La divulgacion y actualizacion de la lista oficial es un
objetivo primordial de la AOCR desde entonces.

La primera edicion de la lista introdujo el concepto de lista oficial de aves de
Costa Rica. Precisamente, el objetivo principal de la publicaciéon del 2002 fue crear
una lista rigurosa formal, de caracter oficial que indicara cuales especies ya no
ocurren en el pais, cuales especies nunca han ocurrido en Costa Rica y cuéles
especies han aparecido en el pais desde la publicacion de la Guia de Aves de Costa
Rica (Stiles y Skutch 1989, 1995). Este objetivo obedecié a la falta de una lista
confiable en los afios anteriores al 2002 que el creciente grupo de observadores de
aves y cientificos pudiera utilizar como referencia. En esa época, Barrantes y
colaboradores notaron un interés creciente entre los observadores de aves por
mantener una lista de especies de Costa Rica. Sin embargo, dichos autores también
notaron que muchos de esos observadores tendian a agregar nuevas especies —en
forma poco rigurosa en algunos casos- a listas histéricas generalmente poco
rigurosas que incluian algunas especies no confirmadas y de dudosa ocurrencia.

indicated as endangered; nevertheless, in Costa Rica this species has not been
seen in over 20 years and therefore has been classified as possibly extinct
(Barrantes et al.2002). Another example is the Ash-throated Flycatcher Myiarchus
cinerascens, a migratory species present in North America (AOU 1998) but absent in
Costa Rica for more than 20 years (Barrantes et al.2002). Given these
incongruencies and because the avifauna of Costa Rica has been studied
extensively (e.g. Slud 1964, Stiles 1983, Stiles and Skutch 1989, Levey and Stiles
1994, Young and McDonald 2000, Barrantes and Chaves-Campos forthcoming), the
Asociacion Ornitolégica de Costa Rica (AOCR) considered it possible, necessary,
and convenient, to publish an official list exclusively for Costa Rica and to keep it
updated. Ever since its publication, updating the official list has been a principal
objective of the AOCR.

The first edition introduced the concept of official list of the birds of Costa
Rica. Precisely, the main objective of the 2002 publication was to create a formal,
rigorous list, official in character, that would indicate which species no longer
occurred in the country, which species never were found in Costa Rica, and those
species that appeared in the country after the publication of the Guide to the Birds of
Costa Rica (Stiles and Skutch 1989). This objective was due to the lack of
trustworthy lists from years previous to 2002 which generally did not include
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Ademas, las listas existentes antes del 2002 por lo general no incluian informacion
sobre la posible extincion de algunas especies en tiempos recientes, lo cual podia
crear la falsa y peligrosa impresién de que la diversidad de aves del pais crecia con
el tiempo, a pesar de que la destruccion del habitat necesario para su supervivencia
aumentaba.

Ademas,
como mencionamos anteriormente, instituyd la primera lista de caracter oficial para
el pais.

La publicacién de la lista oficial inevitablemente trajo consigo el concepto de
registro oficial, el cual continuamos en esta segunda edicién. La publicacion del
2002 claramente separo las especies oficiales con comprobante, de aquellas que no
lo tenian a la fecha de elaboracion de la lista. Segln esta separacion, la presencia
de una especie no puede ser considerada como oficialmente comprobada si no
cuenta con un registro formal depositado en un museo de historia natural, ya sea
una foto/video, una grabacién de su canto, o un espécimen recolectado. Una
especie presente pero que no cuenta con un registro oficial es aquella que fue
originalmente reportada por personas cuya experiencia y profesionalismo no deja
duda sobre su presencia en el pais. No obstante, la presencia de estas aves no
puede ser fisicamente comprobada y por lo tanto los detalles fisicos de los
individuos que estuvieron en el pais no pueden ser observados, estudiados, ni
cuestionados en el futuro. Esto resta valor cientifico al reporte, aunque el reporte en

information about the possible extinction of some species in recent times. This could
create the false and dangerous impression that the diversity of the country's birds
increased with time, in spite of increased destruction of habitat necessary for their
survival. The first Official List of the Birds of Costa Rica, published in the official
bulletin of the AOCR, Zeledonia, endeavored to fill the lack of information about the
real situation of the avifauna of the country that existed at that moment. Additionally,
as we mentioned earlier, it instituted the first list of official character for the country.

The publication of the official list inevitably brought with it the concept of
official register, which we continue in this second edition. The 2002 publication
clearly separated those official species with voucher, from those without voucher at
the time the list was prepared. According to this separation, the presence of a
species cannot be considered as officially vouched if it does not have a voucher
formally deposited in a natural history museum, be it a photograph/video, a recording
of its vocalization, or a collected specimen. A species present but that does not
have a formal voucher is one which was originally reported by persons whose
experience and professionalism leave no doubt about its presence in the country.
Nevertheless, the presence of these birds cannot be physically proved and thus the
physical details of the individuals that were in the country cannot be observed,
studied, nor questioned in the future. This subtracts scientific value from the report,
although the report itself is not in doubt. In both editions of this list, the authors
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si mismo no esté en duda. En las dos ediciones de esta lista, los autores decidimos
incluir las especies sin reporte dentro de la lista oficial pues, como mencionamos, su
presencia en el pais no estd en duda. Sin embargo, indicamos claramente cuales
especies no cuentan con registro oficial para fomentar la entrega de evidencias
fisicas de su presencia que puedan ser preservadas en los museos costarricenses
para futuro estudio.

Para esta segunda edicion, la oficializacién de los reportes la llevamos a cabo a
través del Comité Cientifico de la AOCR y el Departamento de Historia Natural del
Museo Nacional de Costa Rica, gracias a la apertura de un catalogo exclusivo para
preservar los registros oficiales (formularios y evidencias) correspondientes a la lista
oficial de aves de Costa Rica. Este nuevo proceso, resguardara esta informacién
para las futuras generaciones de cientificos, personas interesadas en las aves y
para el publico en general. El hecho de que se depositen las evidencias fisicas y
formularios de reporte correspondientes a la lista oficial de aves en el Museo
Nacional de Costa Rica ha consolidado el caracter oficial que la AOCR quiso
originalmente darle a la lista publicada en el 2002.

Para facilitar la entrega de reportes y evidencia de especies inusuales o sin
registro oficial, a partir de esta edicién la AOCR pone a disposicion del pablico un
formulario de reporte formal. Este formulario se puede obtener en la pagina de la
AOCR zeledonia.org, avesdecostarica.org, birdsofcostarica.org (seccién del comité
cientifico), por lo que cualquier persona puede llenarlo y enviarlo a la AOCR para
reportar la presencia de alguna especie inusual o sin comprobante oficial. En el

decided to include species not having formal vouchers in the official list because, as
we said, their presence in the country is not in doubt. Nevertheless, we indicate
clearly those species that do not have an official register in order to encourage the
delivery of physical evidences of their presence that can be preserved in Costa
Rican museums for future study.

For this second edition, the officialization of these reports has been done by
the Scientific Committee of the AOCR and the Department of Natural History of the
National Museum of Costa Rica, thanks to the Museum's opening of an exclusive
catalogue for preserving the official vouchers or registers (report forms and
evidences) that correspond to the Official List of the Birds of Costa Rica. This new
process assures this information for future generations of scientists, persons
interested in birds, and the general public. The fact that the physical evidences and
report forms that correspond to the official list are deposited in the National Museum
of Costa Rica consolidates the official character that the AOCR originally wished to
give the list published in 2002.

In order to facilitate the delivery of reports and evidences of unusual species
or those without voucher, the AOCR has available for the public a formal report form.
This form can be found on the AOCR's internet sites: zeledonia.org,
avesdecostarica.org and birdsofcostarica.org (Scientific Committee section), so that
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formulario solicitamos, de ser posible, acompafiar el reporte con evidencia fisica que
confirme la presencia de la especie en el pais, como fotografias o grabaciones de
sonido. Los formularios y evidencia son posteriormente analizados por el Comité
Cientifico de la AOCR con el fin de determinar si la documentacion es
suficientemente solida para justificar el cambio de estatus de alguna especie o la
inclusiobn de especies nuevas en la lista. Los formularios han comenzado a ser
utilizados por algunos de los humerosos observadores de aves que recorren el pais,
lo cual ha permitido cambios de categoria, asi como la inclusién de nuevas especies
para Costa Rica. En el Apéndice 1 publicamos los nombres de las personas que
elaboraron los reportes oficiales que justificaron los cambios publicados en esta
segunda edicion de la Lista Oficial de Aves de Costa Rica. La publicacion de sus
nombres es justo reconocimiento a su interés por informar y documentar
adecuadamente sus observaciones a la comunidad cientifica costarricense.
Esperamos que el uso del formulario sea acogido con entusiasmo por la gran
cantidad de observadores de aves del pais y por cualquier ciudadano que tenga la
oportunidad de observar aves frecuentemente. Insistimos en la necesidad de que
cualquier persona que encuentre un ave herida o muerta que le parezca extrafia, o
gue tenga fotografias de algun ave rara, las haga llegar a la AOCR o algin museo
nacional (Museo de Zoologia de la Universidad de Costa Rica, Museo Nacional de
Costa Rica).

Como indicamos anteriormente, la AOCR cuenta con un comité cientifico que

anyone can fill it out and send it to the AOCR to report an unusual species or one
without official voucher. In the form we request, if possible, that the report be
accompanied by physical evidence that confirms the presence of the species in the
country, such as photographs or sound recordings. The report forms and evidences
will be analyzed by the Scientific Committee of the AOCR in order to determine if the
documentation is sufficiently solid to justify the change of status of a species or the
inclusion of a new species in the list. The report forms now are being used by some
of the numerous birders across the country. This has permitted changes in category,
as well as the inclusion of new species for Costa Rica. In Appendix 1 we publish the
names of those persons who filed official reports for this second edition of the Official
List of the Birds of Costa Rica. The publication of their names is just recognition of
their interest in adequately informing and documenting their observations for the
Costa Rican scientific community. We hope that the use of the report form will be
enthusiastically endorsed by the country's many birders and by any citizen who has
the opportunity to observe birds frequently. We insist on the necessity that anyone
who finds an injured or dead bird that seems strange, or who has photographs of
some rare bird, to take them to the AOCR or a natural history museum (Museum of
Zoology of the University of Costa Rica, National Museum of Costa Rica).

As we indicated, the AOCR has a Scientific Committee that is responsible
for compiling evidence that could change the category of a species in the country or

para que posteriormente la AOCR, entidad oficial de la ornitologia de Costa Rica
declarada de utilidad puablica por el gobierno de Costa Rica, se encargara de
mantenerla actualizada a través del tiempo. Dicha tarea ha sido encomendada al
Comité Cientifico de la AOCR. Este comité esta conformado por personas con
formacién cientifica, experiencia en el campo de la ornitologia y conocimiento de las
colecciones ornitologicas de los museos nacionales. Los miembros del Comité
Cientifico que participaron en la elaboracion del presente documento aparecen
como autores de la lista. Los criterios y procedimientos utilizados por el Comité
Cientifico para tomar tales decisiones, asi como la lista oficial, los hacemos publicos
en el Apéndice 1y en el sitio Web de la AOCR zeledonia.org, avesdecostarica.org,
birdsofcostarica.org.

Estado de conservacion y manejo de las aves en Costa Rica

Costa Rica es un pais con una alta diversidad biol6gica en varios grupos
taxondémicos (Janzen 1983) y las aves no son la excepcién (Stiles y Skutch 1989).

to declare a species officially new for Costa Rica. This second edition of the Official
List of the Birds of Costa Rica is the work of the committee. The elaboration of the
first edition was undertaken by ornithologists with extensive experience in
observation and field study of the country's birds, as well as knowledge of the
ornithological collections of the natural history museums. This first list was published
as a special number of Zeledonia so that later the AOCR, official organization for
ornithology declared by the government of Costa Rica to be of "public interest",
would assume responsibility for maintaining updated versions. This task has been
given to the Scientific Committee. This committee is composed of scientifically
trained persons, experienced in the field of ornithology and with knowledge of the
ornithological collections of the national museums. Those members of the
committee who participated in the elaboration of the present document appear as the
authors of the list. The criteria and procedures used by the Scientific Committee to
make its decisions, as well as determining the official list, can be found in Appendix
1 and at the internet site of the AOCR zeledonia.org, avesdecostarica.org,
birdsofcostarica.org.

Conservation Status and Management of Birds in Costa Rica

Costa Rica is a country with high biological diversity among various
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Esta alta diversidad es el resultado de la ubicacion y origen geolégico del pais
(Stiles 1983). Originalmente la diversidad de aves de Costa Rica fue dividida en
cuatro provincias ornitolégicas segun sus afinidades y origenes: Tierras Altas,
Vertiente del Caribe, Pacifico Norte y Pacifico Sur (Slud 1964). Dicha divisiéon ha
sido tradicionalmente respaldada (Stiles 1983, Stiles y Skutch 1989, Barrantes y
Sanchez 2000). Sin embargo, la avifauna de Costa Rica también incluye especies
de otros dos ambientes, la Isla del Coco y ambientes marino-costeros (Océano
Pacifico y el mar Caribe). Con estas consideraciones, la avifauna del pais estaria
clasificada en seis bio-regiones.

Aunque la presencia y distribucién de la gran mayoria de las aves dentro de
estas seis bio-regiones es el resultado de procesos naturales, los factores
antropogénicos que ha vivido el pais desde décadas recientes han influenciado la
distribucién y composicion avifaunistica actual. Entre los principales efectos
antropogénicos que afectan las aves estan la alta deforestacion (Sader y Joyce
1988, Barrantes y Lobo 2005), el desarrollo urbanistico descontrolado (Rosero-Bixby
y Palloni 1998, Rosero-Bixby et al. 2002), los drenajes de zonas inundadas (Soto-
Soto y Arias-Castillo 1994) y la contaminacién de los rios (Farrer 1992, Incer-Arias
1992). Esto ha hecho que las poblaciones de algunas especies hayan disminuido,
como por ejemplo en el caso de la Lapa Verde (Ara ambiguus) y de muchos patos
(Anatidae) (McCoy-Colton y Rodriguez-Ramirez 1993, Wright et al. 2000, Monge-
Arias et al. 2003). Peor aun, otras aves posiblemente se han extinguido localmente

taxonomic groups (Janzen 1983), and birds are not an exception (Stiles and Skutch
1989). This high diversity is due to the location and geological origin of the country
(Stiles 1983). Originally the diversity of birds of Costa Rica was divided into four
ornithological provinces according to affinity and origins: highlands, littoral of the
Caribbean, north Pacific and south Pacific (Slud 1964). This division has been
accepted traditionally (Stiles 1983, Stiles and Skutch 1989, Barrantes and Sanchez
2000). Nevertheless, the avifauna of Costa Rica also includes species of two other
environments, the Coco Island and marine-coastal environments (Pacific Ocean and
the Caribbean Sea). Taking these into consideration, the avifauna of the country
would be classified into six bioregions.

Although the presence and distribution of a great majority of the birds within
these six bioregions is the result of natural processes, anthropogenic factors that the
country has experienced in recent decades have influenced the actual distribution
and avifauna composition. Among the principal anthropogenic factors that affect
birds are high levels of deforestation (Sader and Joyce 1988, Barrantes and Lobo
2005), unregulated urban development (Rosero-Bixley and Palloni 1998, Rosero-
Bixley et al.2002), flood zone drainage (Soto-Soto and Arias-Castillo 1994), and river
water pollution (Farrer 1992, Incer-Arias 1992). This has caused some bird
populations to diminish, as for example the Great Green Macaw Ara ambiguus and
many ducks (Anaridae) (McCloy-Colton and Rodriguez-Ramirez 1993, Wright et

en afios recientes, como el Piche Careto (Dendrocygna viduata) o el ralido
Laterallus ruber (Barrantes et al. 2002). Por otro lado, especies con facilidad de
adaptacién a zonas abiertas se han beneficiado con este tipo de perturbaciones, lo
que ha provocado que aumenten sus poblaciones y que colonicen nuevos lugares,
como ocurre con el Zanate (Quiscalus mexicanus), el Chicopiojo (Campylorhynchus
rufinucha) o el Vaquero (Dives dives) (Sanchez et al. 1998, Sandoval 2004). Por lo
tanto, el hecho de que la lista de aves para el pais haya aumentado desde su Ultima
publicacién (Barrantes et al. 2002) no debe ser tomado necesariamente como un
indicador de buenas practicas de manejo y conservaciéon. Lo anterior porque la
mayoria de estas nuevas especies registradas son aves de zonas abiertas (Sanchez
et al. 1998, Barrantes et al. 2002) que han incrementado su ambito debido a que la
barrera natural que los mantenia fuera del territorio nacional (e.g. el bosque) fue
removido o fragmentado.

Consideramos que la posible extincién de especies residentes de bosque o
humedales y el aumento en el nimero y abundancia de especies de areas abiertas,
indican que el estado de conservacion y manejo de las aves de Costa Rica no es
bueno. Creemos que el principal problema que existe es la falta de investigacion
planificada, detallada y de largo plazo que puede ser de utilidad en el planeamiento
e implementacién de estrategias para la conservacién de las aves. El escaso
conocimiento hace dificil definir decisiones de manejo y conservacién adecuadas
(Sutherland et al. 2004), y en nuestro pais el conocimiento de este tipo que se ha
generado es muy poco. Muy pocas especies cuentan con estudios detallados que

al.2000, Monge-Arias et al. 2003). Even worse, other birds possibly have been
extirpated locally in recent years, such as the White-faced Whistling-Duck
Dendrocygna viduata or the Ruddy Crake Laterallus ruber (Barrantes et al. 2002).
On the other hand, species that easily adapt to open areas have benefited from this
type of disturbance. This has provoked the increase of populations and colonization
of new places, such as been the case of the Great-tailed Grackle Quiscalus
mexicanus, the Rufus-naped Wren Campylorhynchus rufinucha or the Melodious
Blackbird Dives dives (Sanchez et al. 1998, Sandoval 2004). Therefore, the fact
that the list of birds for the country has increased since last published (Barrantes et
al. 2002) ought not to be taken as an indicator of good management and
conservation practices. This is because the majority of these newly registered
species are birds of open areas (Sanchez et al. 1998, Barrantes et al. 2002) that
have increased their territories due to the removal or fragmentation of the natural
barrier (e.g. forest) that kept them outside the national territory.

We consider that the possible extinction of species residents of forests or
wetlands and the increase in the number and abundance of species of open areas,
indicate that the state of conservation and management of birds in Costa Rica is not
good. We believe that the principal problem is the lack of planned, long-term and
detailed research that can be useful in the planning and implementation of
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pueden ser usados para implementar planes de conservacién o manejo, entre ellas
Ara ambiguus (Proyecto Lapa Verde www.lapaverde.or.cr), A. macao (Vaughan
2006, Vaughan et al. 2005), Jabiru mycteria (Villarreal 2000, 1998a, 1998b),
Pharomachrus mocinno (Powell y Bjork 1995) y Procnias tricarunculatus (Powell y
Bjork 2004). De las demés especies practicamente no se conoce nada de esta
magnitud.

Factores basicos para establecer decisiones de manejo como el conocimiento
de la dindmica poblacional, desplazamientos migratorios dentro del pais, habitat de
alimentacion, anidacion, descanso y dieta, no han sido estudiados de forma
sistematica y con rigurosidad cientifica.

Lamentablemente la falta de datos, informacion poco
representativa (e.g. muestras pequefias o colectadas durante periodos de tiempo
muy cortos), o desactualizada, podria generar politicas de conservacion y manejo
inefectivas.

Por esta razdn, creemos imperativo generar informacion cientifica a largo plazo
para la mayoria de especies, iniciando con especies clasificadas como prioritarias
para la conservacion. Sin embargo, solo mediante un esfuerzo compartido, se
podran tener resultados satisfactorios para asegurar la supervivencia de las aves de

conservation strategies for birds. Such scarce knowledge makes it difficult to make
adequate management and conservation decisions (Sutherland et al. 2004), and in
our country very little knowledge of this type has been generated. A few species
have detailed studies that can be used to implement conservation or management
plans, among others Ara ambiguus (Great Green Macaw Project www.lapaverde.or.
cr). A. macao (Vaughan 2006, Vaughan et al. 2005), Jabiru mycteria (Villarreal 2000,
1998a, 1998b), Pharomachrus mocinno (Powel and Bjork 1995) and Procnias
tricarunculatus (Powell and Bjork 2004). Very little is known about the rest of Costa
Rican species.

Such basic factors for establishing management decisions as understanding
population dynamics, migratory displacement within the country, habitat for diet and
feeding, nesting and resting, have not been studied systematically nor with scientific
rigor. For this reason, solid data does not exist to determine closed hunting/trapping
seasons specific to each threatened species (e.g Black-faced Solitaire Myadestes
melanops), or for population management of species that could damage human
activities (e.g. Great-tailed Grackle Quiscalus mexicanus). Unfortunately, the lack of
data, or information that is hardly representative (e.g. small samples obtained during
brief periods), or outdated, could generate ineffective conservation and management
policies.

Listados

Presentamos la lista oficial de las aves de Costa Rica actualizada al 2006. En
esta segunda edicion seguimos los mismos criterios y categorias propuestas en el
2002 (Cuadro 1). Sin embargo, las especies clasificadas como ausentes, extintas y
posiblemente extintas se han movido al listado oficial, fundamentado en que se
cuenta con evidencias fiables que confirman la presencia de estas especies en el
pais en algin momento de la historia.

Informamos ademas, la eliminacién de la categoria de especies escapadas.

For this reason, we believe that it is imperative to generate long-term
scientific information for the majority of species, beginning with species classified as
priorities for conservation. Nevertheless, only through shared efforts will it be
possible to obtain results that are satisfactory enough to ensure the survival of the
birds of Costa Rica. Therefore, this labor should be coordinated among the
government, the academy, organizations and local people. In Costa Rica there are a
series of independent initiatives dedicated to researching one or various species, but
each initiative goes by its own strategic plans, interests, and motives, not a national
conservation plan. It is necessary to identify needs and conservation priorities, and
to use available resources to support those existing long-term projects or to initiate
new ones. We suggest that the state universities reinforce their search for funds in
order to elaborate and implement long-term projects that can be carried out through
university community service or academic thesis.

The List

This official list of the birds of Costa Rica is updated through 2006. In this
second edition we follow the same criteria and categories proposed in 2002 (Table
1). However, species classified as absent, extinct and possibly extinct, have been
placed on the official list, based on trustworthy evidence that confirms the presence
of these bhirds in the country sometime or another during its history.

We also eliminate the category of escaped species. This is because we

Nuestra lista para Costa Rica sigue los criterios taxondmicos y nombres en
inglés de la American Ornithologists’ Union (AOU) en su listado para las aves de
Norte América y Centro América (AOU 1998). Esto crea cierta incoherencia con el
listado de especies suramericanas propuesto a la fecha por el Comité de la AOU
para la Clasificacion de las Aves de Sur América (SACC, siglas en inglés), pues la
lista para Norte América y la de SACC no siguen estrictamente los mismos criterios
taxonomicos y nombres en inglés para especies que ocurren en ambas regiones

consider that the majority of reports of exotic birds (60 species; Programa Global de
Especies Invasoras 2005) correspond to individuals that very probably die without
reproducing and thus do not form part of the wild avifauna of the country.

Two lists are presented: 1- List of Unofficial Birds: these are species still
unconfirmed in the country. These were further classified as: doubtful and expected;
2- List of Official Birds: these are species approved by the Scientific Committee of
the Asociaciéon Ornitolégica de Costa Rica (CC-AOCR) as new inclusions in the
official list and all those already registered, or extinct that we can be sure existed,
and that there is physical evidence that supports their existence past or present. In
Appendix 1, we supply supporting information for changes made by the CC-AOCR
since the publication of the 2002 list.

Our list for Costa Rica follows the taxonomic criteria and English names
established by the American Ornithologists' Union (AOU) in its listing of the birds of
North and Cental America (AOU 1998). This creates a certain incoherency with the
list of South American species proposed to date by the AOU South American
Classification Committee (SACC) because the list for North and Central America and
that of the SACC do not strictly follow the same taxonomic criteria and English
names for species that occur in both geographic regions. Given that Costa Rica is
found within the geographical area listed by the AOU for 1998, we decided to follow,

Central America, and to accept the corresponding changes to the list that have been
published in later supplements (AOU 2000, Banks et al. 2002-2006). According to
these supplements, the species included in INCERTAE SEDIS show genetic
differences sufficiently large to exclude them from other families. Nevertheless, their
true taxonomic affiliation is uncertain and they were placed in a separate category.

The status column indicates the category abbreviation according to Table 1, as
also whether the bird is Resident of Costa Rica (R), Uncertain Resident of Costa
Rica (R?), Rare (RA), Migratory from the North (MN), Migratory from the South (MS),
and Errant (E) or Accidental (A) (Stiles and Skutch 1989).

For new species observed in the country and for category changes, information
was collected directly from the observers. In each case, the observer was
requested to fill out the "Form for Registering Rare Species in Costa Rica" and to
submit it together with physical evidence (photographs, vocalization recording,
collected specimen).

Five members of the CC-AOCR participated in the analysis of the
documentation: Gerardo Obando, Luis Sandoval, Johel Chaves-Campos, Johnny
Villarreal and Willy Alfaro. The procedure for accepting or rejecting a species was
done in the following manner:

A. A species was accepted by: 1) unanimous decision; 2) if only one of the
committee rejected it.

B. A species was rejected if all members of the committee agreed.
C. A species was rejected if two or more members thought it should be.

Deseamos dar especial atencién a este caso con el objetivo de evitar erréneas
identificaciones de campo, asi como promover futuros estudios. La AOU (1998)
reconoce como especie solamente a C. cristatus (Crested Bobwhite). En el libro
Pheasants, Partridges, and Grouse (Madge y McGowan 2002), los autores
reconocen 45 taxa (a nivel de sub-especie) reunidas en cuatro aloespecies. Estas
aloespecies se separan por la coloracion de las hembras principalmente. Stiles y
Skutch (1989) también mencionan una evidente diferencia. Revisando especimenes
de museo (Universidad de Costa Rica), la diferencia de coloraciéon y plumaje para
ambos sexos es clara. Los machos de C. leucopogon carecen de cresta como la de
C. cristatus, presentan un plumaje café oscuro versus un café rojizo de C. cristatus,
el pecho en C. leucopogon no presenta manchas mientras que en C. cristatus si.
Por otro lado, las hembras de C. leucopogon son mas blancas en el plumaje y sin
cresta, contra hembras con cresta y coloracion rojiza de C. cristatus. Sin embargo,
no existen estudios cientificos publicados que evidencien la separacion de C.
leucopogon de C. cristatus como especies diferentes y por lo tanto aceptamos el
criterio de AOU (1998).

Colinus leucopogon (Spotted-bellied Bobwhite)
Eliminated.

We wish to give special attention to this case in order to avoid erroneous field
identifications as well as to promote future study. The AOU (1998) only recognizes
C. cristatus (Crested Bobwhite) as a species. The authors of Pheasants, Partridges,
and Grouse (Madge and McGowan 2002), recognize 45 taxa (at the sub-species
level) united into four allospecies. These allospecies are separated mainly by the
coloration of the females. Stiles and Skutch (1998) also mention this evident
difference. In museum specimens (University of Costa Rica), the coloration and
plumage differences for both sexes is clear. The male C. leucopogon lacks the crest
characteristic of C. cristatus, has a dark brown versus the reddish brown plumage of
C. cristatus, the breast of C. leucopogon is not spotted while that of C. cristatus is.
On the other hand, the females of C. leucopogon have whiter plumage and do not

According to Barrantes et al. (2002) this species is Unofficial-Doubtful.
Assuming that Stiles and Skutch (1998) counted on photographic evidence in April of
1987, it is agreed to change the classification to Official-Absent.

Puffinus puffinus (Manx Shearwater)
New inclusion in the list as Unofficial-Doubtful.

Faulkner (2002) reports the possible first register of an individual on the coast of
Tortuguero National Park on 2 November 1997.

Botaurus lentiginosus (American Bittern)
Classification change.

According to Barrantes et al. (2002) this species is Official-Extinct. The
definitions in Table 1 classify as extinct only species that are residents. Stiles and
Skutch (1989) report this species as migratory. Thus this error is corrected and the
species is classified as Official-Absent.

Thus this error is corrected and the
species is classified as Official-Absent.

Morphnus guianensis (Crested Eagle)

First voucher for Costa Rica.

This species is classified by Barrantes et al. (2002) as Official-Without Voucher.
On 2 April 2006, in the Tortuguero National Park (50 meters south of the entrance to
the Harold and Chiquero canals, east side of the river), Daryl Loth, while guiding a
group of birders, observed an individual perched and in flight. This species is
classified as Official-With Voucher. Evidences: Registration Form and photographs
by Micah Fesler and Bruce Wise.

Falco deiroleucus (Orange-breasted Falcon)
Classification change.
According to Barrantes et al. (2002), this bird is Unofficial-Doubtful. Stiles and
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Rallus longirostris (Clapper Rail)
Cambio de clasificacion.

Segun Barrantes et al. (2002) es especie Oficial - Con comprobante. Debido a
gue no se logré ubicar evidencias fisicas en ningln museo nacional, se clasifica la
especie como Oficial — Sin comprobante.

Amazilia alfaroana (Alfaro’s Hummingbird) [Amazilia cyanifrons (Indigo-capped
Hummingbird)]
Reconocimiento como especie.

Barrantes et al. (2002) ubica a Amazilia cyanifrons como No Oficial — Dudosa.
En el suplemento de la AOU (Banks et al. 2002) se reconoce al Unico espécimen
colectado en Costa Rica (1895) (Stiles y Skutch 1989) como Amazilia alfaroana,
especie separada de A. cyanifrons. Considerando esta Unica evidencia y
observacion sobre la especie en Costa Rica, se clasifica como especie Oficial -
Extinta.

Skutch (1989) report this species as possibly extinct in Costa Rica. Barker et al.
(2000) confirms specimens collected in Costa Rica and deposited in museums in the
United States (United States National Museum catalogue no. 51293 and American
Museum of Natural History catalogue no. 45024). Considering these evidences for
the presence of this species in the country but given its absence to date, the
classification is changed to Official-Possibly Extinct.

Rallus longirostris (Clapper Rail)
Classification change.

According to Barrantes et al. (2002) this species is Official-With Voucher. Since
it was not possible to locate the physical evidences in any national museum, the
classification of this species is changed to Official-Without Voucher.

Onychoprion fuscatus (Sooty Tern)

Updated voucher.

On Coco lIsland, between 2-4 May 2006, Kevin Easley photographed four
individuals. According to Stiles and Skutch (1989), the only voucher that exists to
date for this species is from 1962. Evidence includes completed form and
photographs.

Recognition as species.

Barrantes et al. (2002) indicates Amazilia cyanifrons as Unofficial-Doubtful. In
the supplement to the AOU (Banks et al. 2002) recognizes the only specimen ever
collected in Costa Rica, in 1895 (Stiles and Skutch 1989), as Amazilia alfaroana, a
species that is separate from A. cyanifrons. Considering this physical evidence and
observation about the species in Costa Rica, it is classified as Official-Extinct.

At Tortuguero Beach (Tortuguero National Park), Limén, 3 August 2003, Anna
Thaler reported that the Caribbean Conservation Corporation (CCC) Station
received from a local person an exhausted and injured individual of this species (that
later died). Evidences include the completed form and photographs. On 6
December 2004, also at Tortuguero Beach, Alejandro Solano and Pablo Herrera
(CCCQC) reported that another exhausted individual was found. The individual died of

On 30 April 2006 and 5 May 2006, in territorial waters of the Coco Island
National Park, Kevin Easley, guiding a group of birders, reported seeing various
individuals following a boat and dropping to the sea surface for food. Evidences
include the completed form and photographs.

Phaetusa simplex (Large-Billed Tern)
*200603
New species (Official-With Voucher).

Although Barrantes et al. (2002) reports that Julio Sanchez confirmed the
presence of this species, its inclusion in the list was omitted. On 15 March 2003, in
the Tortuguero National Park (Tortuguero Lagoon, facing the town of Tortuguero),
Daryl Loth reported an individual perched on a log protruding from the water of the
lagoon, completing ample arcs in flight and then coming down to the surface and
dropping its beak into the water in search of food. This species is incorporated into
the official list and its presence is confirmed by the completed form and photographs.

In February and 18 May 2003, 11-12 December 2004, and 21-22 April 2005, in
the Tortuguero National Park (facing the town of Tortuguero and the Tortuguero
River near the entrance to the Harold and Chiquero canals), Daryl Loth reported
various observations of solitary individuals on low hanging branches over the river,
foraging and hopping around, completing short flights. Evidences include the
completed form and photographs.

Nyctibius jamaicensis (Northern Potoo)

New species (Official-With VVoucher)

Barrantes et al. (2002) lists this species as Unofficial-Doubtful. On 9 April 2006,
in Santa Rosa National Park, Guanacaste (Base Cero-Poco Sol, above the
Panamerican Highway approximately 2 km north of the main entrance to the park),
David Bradley recorded an individual at 20:20 hours, in the pasture area. Following
a comparison of the recording with recordings of N. jamaicensis in Mexico, it was
agreed to accept the recording as valid. Evidences include the audio recording,
sonograms, and the completed form.

On 2 September 2002, in San Ramon de Alajuela (Cerro Pata de Gallo, 1,400
m), James Zook reported seeing a female in first year plumage.
